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Hosting a TYPO3 setup workshop

General

This is a step-by-step checklist for inviting tech-savvy students from an educational facility to 

your premises in order to get to know them, introduce them to the community and help them 

setting up TYPO3.

1. Set the maximum number of participants.
How much space do you have? How many people will be actively supporting from your 

company? A good rule of thumb is a maximum of 5 students per expert from your company.

2. Setup a schedule
Example:

10:00 - 10:30 Meet & Greet

10:30 - 10:45 Introducing our company

10:45 - 11:00 Students introduce themselves

11:00 - 12:30 Hands-on: Setting up TYPO3 - how we do it in our company

12:30 - 13:30 Lunch Break

13:30 - 15:00 Expert support for setting up the students TYPO3

15:00 - 15:30 WrapUp & next Meeting (see Skill review workshop)

3. Create a checklist on what the students have to bring with them
Usually you‘ll want to host an „advanced“ workshop for the best students in the class (how to 

create a TYPO3 installation on your own device).

Do all the students need own laptops? Are preinstallations required?

Try to keep the prerequisites as basic as possible. Alternatively check out one of the business 

connectors of a hoster or platform solution specialist in this box and use this as a basis for 

setting up TYPO3 in your workshop.

4. Set the workshop date & perform the workshop
If you already are cooperating with an educational facility contact your partner and schedule a 

meeting for the workshop. Mind that you should ideally plan the workshop at least 2 months in 

advance, as the educators also have to coordinate the appointment with the students. If you are 

not yet partner of an educational facility, contact the SkillDisplay team for leads in your area.

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Hosting a TYPO3 skill review workshop

Chances are good, that you helped students from an educational facility near you to set up their 

very own TYPO3 instance. With that as a base they were able to acquire a number of TYPO3 

skills over the course of a couple of lectures at your educational partner facility.

Getting recognition from professionals
The students did put a lot of work into their installation, getting familiar with the backend, 

considering special needs, creating pages and content.

Wouldn‘t it be great if they could get a verification from business professionals for everything 

they achieved? It would!

- Students can exactly show what they can do, and that they did prove that under the 

supervision of a business professional (YOU)

- If some of the students obtain official certification everyone will be able to see that YOU 

played a part in supporting them on the SkillDisplay platform

1. Setting up the task
You can find all the skills the students should have obtained by now via checking out the availa-

ble SkillDisplay education connector sheets for chapter I and II in your box.

Then create a task involving those skills.

Example:

The students have to create an own page, which contains a teaser for a specific product. 

(e.g.: a playtoy for cats). You provide them with an image under Creative Commons Attribution 

4.0 International and they have to include it properly.

They have to make sure the page is accessible and search engine optimized (as Editor)

The images have to be stored in a way, so other editors can easily find/use them.

2. Confirming skills
Let the students either request a group SkillUp (Allows to grant/deny verifications for all 

involved skills with a single click) or single SkillUps for each involved skill (allows you to be more 

specific). If you are not yet able to grant business verifications on the SkillDisplay platform - 

contact the SkillDisplay team.

3. Schedule and host the workshop
Check the  „Hosting a TYPO3 setup workshop“ sheet for a reference.
